Jerry
loosed a lot of mortar and MG yre on it to
detonate it before entering an area where
more damage would be done. The car exploded
near the edge of town. The engineerfs re-
mark was file have a lot of streetcars.o

Haven didndt mention the streetcars again so per-
haps that program was cancelled. Later he wrote: 6 The
Belgians give us the pshy stare when we say Aachen. To
them it is Aix la Chappelle. Just another border town that
has always belonged to the victor. Quite a mess.0

MORE ABOUT SHOOTING .223 AT 1000

Editors Note: Got this email a couple hours before going to press..
thought it was a great followup to Gregs article on page 6-7!

Hi Paul,

Wedve just returned home from the annual trek to Sacramento for the Canadian/American Fullbore matches
and the Zinsmaster Long Range regional. As usual it was a lot of shooting with a good deal of socializing as well. It
was nice to visit with old friends from all over the US and Canada. For many of us we cross paths just once a year.

One of our Canadian friends, Bob Pitcairn, is experimenting with the 223 at long range also. During a 6downd
day we were allowed to use the range to piddle around with the little guns. We decided to shoot 2+10 at 800, 900
and 1,000 with one of us pulling targets for the other.

To make a long story short, we both cleaned 800 with high X-counts, which isndt hard to do if the wind is
readable. | had 100-6X at 900 while Bob had a 99-5X having been caught in a drop off. At 1,000 it was a differ-
ent story as it often is. The wind got pretty squirrelly and we both shot 966s. The good news is that the plot sheets
showed sub X-ring elevation for both of our riyes all the way out to 1,000. AND, the rises from 800 to 1,000 for
the 223 were identical to the 308 Palma gun.

Susan and | had a good shoot throughout. We both won some pretty glassware and had a great time as well.
Dinner is ready so got to go.
