So did I... I found that a Windsor Design,
600 Workbench with 4 drawers purchased at Har-
bor Freight in Arcata works pretty darn nice (stock
number 93454). 1om not normally a big fan of
omade in Chinao brand stuff, but folks, I couldndt
buy the oak LUMBER for this bench for what Har-
bor Freight sells it for!

Also, it has some woodworking hold-down
clamp holes pre-drilled in the top, so a guy can
mount his reloading press(es) on a piece of ply-
